   Preparation for Kigali meeting: setting off on a pilgrimage of trust

The Kigali international youth meeting (14-18 of November 2012) will be a part of the Pilgrimage of trust on Earth. It will be an occasion to celebrate and bear witness to our faith. We invite you to join us in preparing for this gathering by making yourself more available for others, for God and for the Church. You can encourage and support each other by coming together with the youth from your local group for three stages of preparation each including a moment of prayer, a personal reflection (30min) and a sharing in small group (1h). If possible the text and questions can be distributed in advance for better preparation. 

1/ Making ourselves more available to others

Read the first part of the Letter 2012, entitled “trust among people”, then speak together and share using the questions below: 

How did Jesus make himself available for others throughout his ministry? 

Where I live, in my family, my neighbourhood, my place of study or work, who can I visit, listen to, and welcome?

Where do I see a priority to build trust? 

2/ Making ourselves more available to God

Read the second part of the Letter 2012, entitled “Trust in God”. Then share together using the questions below: 

How did Jesus consecrate his life to God? 

What helps me to be available to God's call, to discern his perspective and his will regarding myself and others? 

Which concrete steps can I take to make more space for God who comes to me through His Word, his Holy Spirit, through the “least of my brothers”, through silence and prayer, fraternal sharing, Eucharist...? 

3/   Making ourselves more available to the Christ of communion in the Church

Read the part of the Letter 2012 entitled “The Christ of communion”. Then share together using the questions below. 

How is Jesus, although rejected, a source of unity and reconciliation within the human family? 

How have his disciples continued his mission? 

How can I contribute so that my youth group or local Christian community becomes more and more a visible sign of communion radiating the Peace of the Risen Christ?

How can we keep the doors open of our local Christian community in order to meet others and welcome them?
